The Environmental Service Intern will be the lead worker for the District natural resource management field crew.

The principal reporting location will be in Chico, but may change depending on where project work is needed throughout the Northern Buttes District, which consists of 15 State Park units from Lake to Shasta Counties.  Some limited overnight travel may be required on occasion.  The District administrative headquarters is located in Oroville.

Applicants are required to have a Bachelor’s degree in natural resource management or a related field and a good driving record.

We desire the Environmental Services Intern to identify California native and invasive plants, to be familiar with integrated weed management, to use GPS receivers and digital photography in coordination with ArcGIS 10.2 for mapping and documenting vegetation and other features, to use Microsoft Office and Adobe computer software, and to demonstrate interest working outdoors in inclement weather among poison oak using manual and gas powered tools.  Experience with wildlife habitat restoration, managing a native plant nursery, organizing volunteer events, herbicide application, prescribed burning, or trapping feral pigs or cats would be a plus.  We favor applicants seeking an entry level career position in natural resource management.

This is a lead position, which is responsible for directing subordinate seasonal workers and volunteer interns in conducting field work, under the direction of an Environmental Scientist.  After an initial training period, the Environmental Services Intern will be expected to carry out week to week field tasks as assigned, and over time increasing project management responsibilities will be delegated.
